Ohio has winners
at
national conferences

Steve Pollick took top honors at the Outdoor Writers
of America Contest at Grand Rapids, Michigan, and
again at Gaylord, Michigan, at the Association of Great
Lakes Outdoor Writers conference.

Steve Pollick, The Toledo Blade’s outdoors editor, has
been awarded the highest newspaper writing honor of
the year for “The Flying Dragon,” a Toledo Magazine/
Outdoors Page article published August 31, 2008.

He was one of five writers accorded “best of the
best” honors in OWAA’s newspaper, magazine,
television/video, art/photo and radio divisions. In the
best of the best competition, a panel of five judges, all
OWAA past presidents, assess first-place winners in the
competition categories for their top selection.

The newspaper division includes 16 separate writing
categories. Pollick won first place in the natural history
division for “The Flying Dragon” about dragonflies and
damselflies.

The outdoors editor and the other four division
honorees each receive Presidents’ Choice plaques. The
2009 judging panel included Bill Hilts, Sr., Jim Low,
Marty Malin, Rich Patterson and Spencer Turner.

This is the second time Pollick has won the OWAA
best of the best honor in newspapers. In 1999 he won
the President’s Choice plaque for “Twilight of the
Tiger,” a three-day series in The Blade in May 1998 on
the status of the tiger in the wild, based on an expedi-
tion to India and Nepal.

At AGLOW he received first place in the craft award
for outdoor page and second for the Best of Hunting for
a Rocky Mountain Elk Foundation feature.

Ohio Wildlife Diversity Conference

Will birders and wildlife photographers pony up $15 to support conservation? The
Division of Wildlife (DOW) is hoping they will.

I recently represented OWO at the Wildlife Diversity Conference at Shawnee State
Park. At the conference a photograph of a Baltimore oriole taken by Russell Reynolds of
Lima was chosen as the winner in the first ever Ohio Wildlife Legacy Stamp competition,
sponsored by the ODNR Division of Wildlife. The photograph will appear on the
inaugural Ohio Wildlife Legacy Stamp to be issued in March of 2010.

The stamp is a way to provide non-consumptive users of wildlife such as birders and
wildlife photographers with an opportunity to support conservation, according to DOW
Chief Dave Graham.

“Hunters, fishermen and trappers have paid for conservation for 100 years or more,”
Graham said. But there are thousands of wildlife enthusiasts who enjoy wildlife through
the lens of a camera or through binoculars who want to be a part of doing something for
conservation.

“Funds from the stamp will supplement the Wildlife Diversity Fund projects,” said
Kendra Wecker, Wildlife Diversity Coordinator with the DOW. Those projects include
species which are not hunted, fished or trapped.

Wecker said the primary areas funded are:

» Conservation, which would be habitat restoration and land acquisition
e Research

¢ Education

The Wildlife Diversity Fund funds only the projects, not the personnel. The personnel
on those projects are funded from the wildlife fund which are the hunters’ and anglers’
dollars.

According to the 2006 U.S. Fish and Wildlife survey, more than three million Ohioans
say that they are wildlife enthusiasts. Laura Jones, Wildlife Legacy Stamp project leader,
is hoping those three million folks will all buy a stamp and that the visibility of the stamp
will encourage people to get outside and explore.

The stamp will be printed on an attractive card stock with a message about the stamp
and where the proceeds from the stamp will go, which is to wildlife diversity, research
and educational materials. People will also receive a window cling. Organizations can go
online and download a certificate that they can print and frame and hang in their store or
wherever.

A new collectible stamp depicting a different animal will be issued each year to
highlight Ohio’s wildlife diversity. The contest will be open to Ohioans, and the stamp
will depict an Ohio native animal. Details will soon be available about next year’s photo
contest and the subject of the 2011 Wildlife Diversity Legacy stamp at www.wild
ohiostamp.com.

The $15 stamp will be available in March for purchase at www.wildohio.com.
